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What is Fair trade?

Fair trade is a trading partnership, based on dialogue, transparency and respect, which seeks greater equity in international trade. It contributes to sustainable development by offering better trading conditions to, and securing the rights of, marginalized producers and workers - especially in the South. Fair trade organizations (backed by consumers) are engaged actively in supporting producers, awareness raising and in campaigning for changes in the rules and practice of conventional international trade

Fair trade organisation

· Cafedirect is a UK-based alternative trading organisation which was founded in 1991 as a response to a global collapse in coffee prices. It is currently one of the largest Fairtrade hot drinks companies in the world.

· Equal Exchange 
The origins of Equal Exchange stretch back to 1979 when three voluntary workers returned to Edinburgh after working on aid projects in various parts of Africa. Along with a sister organisation in London, Campaign Co-op, they started buying instant coffee from Bukoba on Lake Victoria in Tanzania. As a result Campaign Coffee was born. The volunteers had seen how small scale farmers were getting into debt due, in part, to the appallingly low prices they received for their products. Aid was not the only answer - direct, fairer trading could help redress the balance! Many years later, after bigger campaigns, more education and better products finally reaching independent retailers and supermarkets, the three volunteers' dreams are beginning to be realised. 

Some examples of countries which benefit from Fair Trade





Cameroon has a population of 16.3 million belonging to 237 ethnic groups. Yaounde is the official capital and French and English are the official languages. The major agriculture exports are : cocoa beans, cotton, coffee, bananas, cocoa paste. 51% of population live on less than $2 a day. The life expectancy is only 50.




Nicaragua has a population of 5.4 million. Managua is the official capital and Spanish is the official language (around 97% of the population speak Spanish). The major agriculture exports are: coffee, beef, nuts, cattle and sugar. 80% of the population live on less than $2 a day. 




India has a population of 1.1 billion belonging to a lot of ethnic groups. New Delhi is the official capital and Hindi is the official language (but there are 18 main and regional languages adopted as state languages). The major agriculture exports are: tea, meat, tobacco, ground coffee and ground nuts. Although India is the world’s twelfth largest economy at market exchange rates and the second fastest growing large economy, 80% of the population live on less than $2 a day.

Some of the producers

Cafedirect has partners in Cameroon, Kenya, Rwanda, Tanzania and Uganda in Africa, it has partners in Costa Rica, Dominician Republic, Haiti, Mexico, Nicaragua and Peru in latin America and also partners in India and Sri Lanka in Asia.
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 MACEFCOOP (Cameroon) is a cocoa and organic coffee farmers' cooperative organisation which is owned by its producer members. It is a democratic organisation, operating in accordance with Fairtrade standards, and cooperatively providing the means to processes farmers' coffee and cocoa for export and local sale. Thanks to the sales, MACEFCOOP now offers: trained Staff (staff has been trained how to produce and purchase good quality cocoa and coffee), quality processes (quality monitoring teams operate alongside storekeepers to verify quality of produce purchased and ensure that criteria are known and understood by the farmers), quality product (cocoa and coffee quality conforms to, or exceeds, export contract requirements), organic coffee (no chemicals are used for coffee production). It also offers economies (subsidized inputs are sold to members), natural drying (only sun dried produce is marketed) and fair trade.

[image: image4.emf] Kiegoi (Kenya) is a Kenyan Tea Development Agency owned factory. Kiegoi buys tea from over 1000 smallholders living within the Meru North District; these can range from family farmers with a small patch of land to larger more established farms covering acres of this lush fertile area. this money helps make life easier and happier for all local people, not just those who supply tea to Kiegoi. Schooling is not always available to all children in the more remote regions of Kenya therefore the community of Itumb was awarded Fairtrade funds to extend their primary school. The addition of two extra classrooms will provide enough space to educate just over 300 children. Another project was the installation of a water tank in the village of Baimunya.

      Kiegoi is one of the supplyer of Teadirect.
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 PRODECOOP (Nicaragua) is a smallholder owned organisation that has represented the interests and well being of over 2,300 growers in the north west of Nicaragua since 1993. The coffee growers live in one of the most beautiful regions of Nicaragua, where the land is fertile and the climate is perfect for growing excellent coffee. However they have faced many challenges such as a civil war and a hurricane. By unifying previously different groups under the PRODECOOP banner, the growers in the region, are now much stronger. They have developed their expertise and knowledge to produce some of the best coffee beans in the world. Cafédirect’s premium payments have enabled them to invest in their own in-house quality control laboratory to ensure the quality of their beans is of the highest standard. The funds were also used to rebuild roads and local infrastructure following the aftermath of Hurricane Mitch in 1998.

         PRODECOOP is one of the producer of Single origin selection instant coffee.



 SEPICAFE (Peru) is a non-profit organisation which represents coffee and sugar producers of the Piuran Mountains and the Northeast of Peru. Currently, CEPICAFE consists of 71 base organisations and 8 zonal committees with a total of 4,811 producers. All of the member producers who comprise CePICAFE are democratically and permanently involved in the decision making process. The sales of their products enable them to improve their coffee cultivation techniques, to have school libraries, improved cook stoves, vegetable gardens and to strengthen their organisations.

SEPICAFE is one of the producers of the Machu Picchu Mountain Roasted and ground Coffee.
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 Oromia Coffee Farmers Cooperative and Union (OCFCU) (Ethiopia) is a small holder coffee growers owned cooperative union with 22,503 farmers. Members of the OCFCU are the growers, processors and suppliers of high quality, organic Arabica coffee to the union for the direct export. The objectives are to improve the farmers’ income by exporting their coffee directly, to provide member farmers and clients with reliable service, to improve the social condition of farmers and to improve the quality and productivity of Ethiopian coffee.

         OCFCU is one of the producer of Ethiopian Roasted and Ground Coffee.



Tea Promoters of India (TPI) and Sanjukta Vikas Cooperative (India): TPI is a Darjeeling-based family that manages six organic, fair trade tea gardens. It is supporting small tea farmers and helping them to get access to the market and a fair price for their tea.
         The Sanjukta Vikas Cooperative was one of the first small farming initiatives in 

         the plantation heavy region of Darjeeling. The land that cooperative members 

         live on was a tea plantation in the early part of the century but abandoned in the 

         1950s. The community has since depended mostly upon subsistence farming of 

         corn, millet, potatoes and vegetables. Small local sales of ginger, cardamom and 

         Oranges provide some of their income. TPI has been working with the Sanjukta 

         Vikas Cooperative to help them develop quality standards and market their tea.

         The Sanjukta Vikas Cooperative is one of the producers of organic earl grey tea,

         organic jasmine green tea, organic lemon tea and organic green tea.
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 El Campo (Nicaragua) is a cooperative society that groups approximately3500 peasants of Nicaragua. Who cultivate sesame and other products. For these small farmers the sales of the sesame, a product destined principally to the exportation, represent an additional source of income that allows tehm to confront better the economic and technical difficulties they meet every day. The cultivate every day more than 1500 tons of sesame seeds.
